




Caledonian Tournament (Saturday 19th June)

The Bus will be leaving from Cardinal Newman High School at exactly 1100am on Saturday 19th June 2010 for travel to Academy Park, Shawfarm Road, Prestwick, KA9 2TR.

The cost of the bus will be £2.50 per person (subsides by the club) and payable to Billy on entry to the bus.

Tournament registration finishes at 1230pm and we require all players not travelling on the Bus to be at Academy Park prior to this registration time. Please note if you are taking your Car that there are strict parking restrictions in place around the Academy Park which may result in you getting clamped if you do not abide by them.


PARKING AT ACADEMY PARK – POST CODE :- KA9 2TR

Festival Officials, Referees and Disabled (badged) parking ONLY within Academy Park facility – there will be strictly no parking on Private road adjacent to parks…area will be patrolled by traffic warden.

Please note:- a Police traffic order will be in force, so any vehicles parked illegally on yellows or coned streets will be booked and may be towed away. No parking in residential car parks adjacent to parks.
Limited street parking is available outside our parks on Shawfarm Road, Prestwick within the designated marked area. However, plenty of parking is available around the Shaw Road area( turn left after 1st set of lights after Academy Parks) . 

Please help by parking in a safe area and in designated parking places. Please co-ordinate with stewards on the day if additional info required. Be courteous as they are only doing their jobs…
No Parking is allowed on: Monkton Court: Shawfarm Court: Shawfarm Place or Shawfarm Gdns

Shawfarm road is busy – please take care when crossing or alighting from vehicles…

Tournament officially kicks-off at 1pm and will finish around 4pm with the medal presentation.

As the boys will be representing Mossend Football Club, so we would like them to come fully kitted out with their Saturday home strip on and their full tracksuit on. It might also be good for them to bring their bags with Mossend FC rainjacket in it, also additional items might include a towel and suntan lotion? Who knows what the weather is going to be like?

Caledonia Football Tournament will be played on 3G Astroturf and Grass pitches, so I'd bring both types of football boots as we are unsure what pitches we will actually be playing on. 

Mossend FC 2001 will not be supplying food, refreshments or supervision during non-game playing time for players during this tournament, so it is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to ensure the player has adequate water/sports drinks, eats responsibly and behaves responsibly as they are there representing Mossend Football Club.

                                           7 A-SIDE  FESTIVAL RULES  (FOR ALL AGE GROUPS)

1. All referees will be appointed by  CALEDONIAN  YOUTH  CLUB

2. All matches 15 mins duration please ensure teams ready at  KO time and games will start/end on airhorn signal .

3. At the end of each match, the referee will award each team a fair play score based on how their sporting behaviour was. This score which will include Managers / Officials / Players & Supporters & forwarded to an independent person after each match

4. Substitutions may be used on a roll on / off manner .

5. Goalkeepers can kick the ball from their hand. EXCEPT from 1999`s age group. GK at 1999 can only throw ball .

6. When the ball goes over the sidelines the game will be restarted with a kick –in for 2003`s   &2002`s.               Age 2001, 2000 & 1999 will restart with throw ins.

7. When a goal is scored, the match will be restarted in the normal manner on the centre spot at the half-way line.

8. All free-kicks are direct. 

9. The back pass rule will only apply at age 1999.

10. If any player is found to be playing in an unsporting manner, the referee may request that player be replaced. 

11. If any player continues to play in an unsporting manner that player may be requested to take no further part in the festival.

12. Team Mangers / Officials& Parents  are also asked to act in a sporting manner at all times and remember that at all times to offer support and encouragement to all players .

13. If any Manager / Official or Supporter is adjudged by the referee to be acting in an unsporting  manner, they will be asked to leave the proximity of the pitch.

14. 2003 age should note that some games will be played on 3g astro; therefore  we  request that players do not wear metal studs or metal tipped blades.

15. Each team should ensure they have a qualified first aider as part of their coaches/parent helpers.
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
